Dogs should consistently: “sit,” “sit-stay,” “down,” “down-stay,” “walk nicely on
leash,” “leave it,” “watch me,” “touch” (the hand), and “find it.”  

Minimum age of dog: 6 months • Junior Handlers are welcome.

• Wedding March with 
paper cup of water or spoon &
tennis ball; 

• Fun recall games;

• Stay with distractions—squeaky
toys, sitting outside recall lane,
and more;

• Target game—impulse control
(sit, wait, take it, come, build-
ing up to “go outs”), adding
any number of targets, and
teaching dog right/left;
